Over the course of many years as a tasteful bassist of choice and general musical collaborator, for the likes of k.d. lang, Holly Cole, Loudon Wainwright, Joe Henry, and others, bassist David Piltch has skillfully walked the line between various musical genres and approaches. He gets the job done, with poetic rightness and a feel for atmosphere and musicality that can’t be beat. On Piltch’s first release as a solo artist, Minister of the Interior (Household Ink), he brings stitches together seemingly diverse elements and interests, into an enticing cohesive creative whole. Jazz? Americana? Art Pop, friendly experimentalism? You bet. And why not?

On Monday, December 15, Piltch brings his music to SOhO, in his first post-release show in Santa Barbara, where he has lived for many years now, when not on the road and outta’ town. Since July, Piltch has been refining an evolving live show in his residency with the Hitchcock-ian moniker, “David Piltch Presents…,” at the famed Largo in Los Angeles. Piltch is usually joined by his regular allies Gaby Moreno, on vocals and guitar, and ace guitarist Mark (Jackson Browne) Goldenberg, with assorted guests dropping by. At SOhO, Piltch’s featured guests will be Joe Henry and Brandi Shearer. On the musical menu will be selective covers—from Sly Stone to Kurt Weill and thensome—as well as material from Minister of the Interior.

Recorded in studios and hotel rooms far and wide, Minister of the Interior is a fine showcase for Piltch’s incisive ear and sonic palette, not to mention his expanding creative voice as a versatile songwriter. Guests on the album include lang, Cole, Bill Frisell, Petra Haden, Perla Batalla and Mark Anthony Thompson. Piltch’s eclectic musical worldview makes him a fringe-surfer on some level, but word is spreading: Piltch's song "Wonder Why" (featuring Petra Haden) was featured as the "song of the day" on KCRW in September.
